The Canterbury Tales

Writing Assignment: Prologue

Imagine that you are a member of the pilgrimage to Canterbury and that our narrator has asked you to write a description of yourself to enter into the “Prologue.”  Your third person description should include the following information about you/your character:  (1) descriptive physical traits, (2) descriptive behavioral traits, and (3) an ironic twist about the character from the narrator’s point of view.  Follow Chaucer’s form of rhyming couplets.

Rubric:

“A” paper:  50 points:  Student accurately conveys substantial information describing physical and behavioral traits of character (vibrant details), as well as an ironic twist about the character.  Student includes a thorough description (vivid and colorful) of the character and uses rhyming couplets.  Proper spelling, grammar, syntax and diction is used.  Paper is typed according to MLA format.

“C-” paper:  35 points:  Student writing shows vague, general description of physical and behavioral traits character, but is lacking in development of ironic twist or vivid details.  Uses some couplets, but not consistently.  Inconsistent spelling/grammar.  

“F” paper:  20 points:  Student writing displays incomplete description with no ironic twist.  Does not use rhyming couplets.  Not typed.
0 points:  Does not complete assignment or make reasonable best effort.
