College Research 

Directions:  Part of getting ready for College English is learning to take good notes.  For today, you will need to take notes as you work through this process.  It is up to you what you deem important to write down.  However, you must have enough notes to convince me that you have viewed the following material in detail.  (We will discuss note taking in the future as use these notes as a starting point.)  Please do not print out information in the computer lab.  Be prepared to share your notes in class in the future.
Go to the following two websites and read through the information.  Pay close attention to the “calendar” suggestions – it will help you as a senior to stay on track of what you need to do, month by month, during your senior year.

1st website:  http://www.actstudent.org
On the homepage, go to College Planning and click College Planning Checklist, select Senior Year  Scroll down through the information, clicking on the links for information.  Take notes.
2nd website:  http://apps.collegeboard.com/search/index.jsp
On the homepage, click on Apply for College:  Scroll down to Articles – here you will click on great informational links under 3 categories; The Application (check out the college application calendar!), Essay skills, and The Letters Are In.  Take notes.
Searching for colleges:

College Application:
1. Take the time to look at different colleges.  Explore the college campus, school size, programs offered, tuition, etc….  Look at links specifically geared at (incoming) freshmen.  Check out if they offer tours of their campus (during your senior year), guidance appointments, FAQ lists for high school seniors etc.  Take notes.
OR

You may choose a college of your choice and go directly to that website.  Once there, you will want to look at links usually titled “perspective students” or “high school seniors” to find out what you need to do in order to apply for that college.  Write down a list of requirements or write down application due dates in your notes.
Scholarship Research

· There are 5 links:  Fast Web, FinAid, PRIVATE "TYPE=PICT;ALT="Free College Scholarship and Financial Aid Search, Scholarship Experts, and Scholarship Search.

· Click on these links and start searching for scholarships.
· Take notes
· Choose a college of your choice and go directly to that website.  Check out the website of your college(s) of choice. Do they list scholarships available to students who will be attending their school?  You might have to search for links titled “perspective students.”
