Follow MLA format; check the website if you do not know the proper format.  This is a minimum of 500 words (unless you seek approval of the teacher ahead of time and are fulfilling the requirements of a school or foundation)-- post the word count at the bottom of your essay.  Please save your essay to Google.docs folder as I may choose to have you rework or revise your essay during school hours.  (You may also save it to your F:drive as an option.)
Option 1:

Option 2:

Tell us about a few of your favorite books, poems, authors, films, plays, pieces of music, musicians, performers, paintings, artists, magazines, or newspapers.  Feel free to touch on one, some, or all of the categories listed or add a category of your own.

Option 3:

You may answer a direct essay prompt for a college of your choice.  Along with the essay, you MUST turn a copy of the writing prompt and include the name of the college that is requiring the essay for full credit.  

*IF YOU ARE ALREADY DONE WITH YOUR APPLICATION ESSAY OR DO NOT NEED TO WRITE ONE, THEN CHOOSE Option 4. 

Option 4:

Choose a scholarship for which you would like to apply (one that requires an essay).  You may choose a local one or one found at www.fastweb.com.  Follow the above minimum 500 word count unless the scholarship requirements vary from this.

We will spend the majority of 4 class periods in the lab, so use your time wisely.  In these 4 days, you will need to complete the following:  1) Search for colleges/scholarships, 2) Choose a college/scholarship essay, print off the essay requirements, and seek prior approval from your teacher by the end of the 2nd lab day, 3) Write your essay:  Brainstorm/prewrite ideas, draft your essay, and revise/edit your essay (self and/or peer)—this piece should be free of errors when finished!, 4) Print a final copy of your essay, with word count, and attach requirements, and 5) Don’t forget to save your essay to your google.docs folder!  

Although you may work on this outside of class, you are expected to use lab time to work on this assignment.
